This task covers ASCF Reading levels 1-2 and Numeracy level 2. 
Industry coverage
This task has been developed for the agrifood industry, but it could also be used for a candidate who mentions having a pet or keeping animals at home. 
The task could be contextualised to other industry areas by incorporating a relevant chart that needs to be read across and down to locate particular information. 
Instructions to assessor
This task requires the candidate to:
(i) Read and interpret graphic information
(ii) Complete numerical tasks and write answers to questions based on information provided or ask and receive the information orally.
Give the candidate the food chart information and either ask the questions orally and note the answers, or ask the candidate to read the questions and write the answers. If you ask the questions orally, the candidate would probably need some paper for working out the sums. 
Candidates should undertake the task without a calculator and then could be provided with a calculator to check answers.
